The Earliest Fire 
Alarms 

One hundred 

five years ago 

George A. Darby, 

an electrical engineer in Bir-

mingham, England, patented 

the Electrical Heat-Indicator 

and Fire Alarm.  This device 

was a heat detector that re-

acted by an increase in tem-

perature in a room where it 

was located.  

This ingenious device was 

ahead of it's time, operating 

by closing an electrical cir-

cuit to sound an alarm if the 

temperature rose above what 

was considered as a safe 

level in 1902.  The contact 

was made by bridging a gap 

with a conductor by allowing 

one plate to fall on an-

other.  The connection of the 

two plates was caused sim-

ply by a block of butter 

which melted as the tem-

perature increased. This 

early device subsequently 

gave way to modern fire 

alarms and eventually 

smoke alarms. 

The first home smoke de-

tectors were invented by

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Safety Thoughts 

Struckbylightning.org was formed to fill a need in lightning safety and education.  

After being struck by lightning in May of 2000, Michael Utley found his life changed forever. Michael was 
struck on a golf course, his heart stopped, he spent 38 days in ICU at Brigham & Women’s Hospital and an-
other 3 ½ months in Health/South Rehab.  

In the course of his recovery he was told many different things about lightning, lightning safety and recovery, 
much of the information was outdated, based on old wives tales, or just plain wrong.  

Struckbylightning.org was started to dispel the myths about this amazing weather event.  

Lightning safety is mostly common sense, planning and paying attention to the weather. There are a lot of 
myths out there and we hope the safety videos we have put up help to dispel them.

Lightning safety has evolved over the years so now when we talk about the 30-30 Rule, instead of standing 
outside and counting, go inside and count. When Thunder Roars Go Indoors!  

The -- Lightning Squat or Crouch--  is no longer taught since it probably does nothing and give a false sense 
of security.  

Turning stuff off and unplugging stuff has also proved to do nothing except put people in danger while they 
are doing it.  

5 Levels of Lightning Safety  

Schedule out door activities to avoid lightning.  

Know when & where to be in a safe place. When you hear thunder, go to a safe place & stay there for 30 
minutes after last thunder.  

Avoid dangerous locations/activities (elevated places, open areas, tall isolated objects) & water related 
activities (swimming, boating, near water) DO NOT GO UNDER TREES!
